Scripture Focus 

REMEMBER, RESTORE, RENEW 

Exodus 12:1–14 

On this first Passover, the enslaved Hebrew community prepared for an epic journey. It was to be a political journey, 

from slavery to freedom. It also was to be a journey toward community culture and identity. At the beginning of the 

journey, the Hebrews were a diverse people. After receiving God’s law at Sinai (Exodus 19–20), they became God’s 

covenant people. By the end of the journey recounted in Exodus, the Hebrews were established as Israelites.  

Subsequent generations remembered Passover through worship.  

Today, Jesus’ disciples continue to remember and celebrate God’s saving works in loving, disciplined, worshipping 

communities. 

God’s creating and saving acts meet in this story. Israelite time and all remembrance festivals begin from this first 

Passover (vv. 2, 14). This sense of “beginning again” recalls creation.  

God leads the Hebrews out of Egypt toward new life in the Promised Land. Passover is associated with deliverance. 

God keeps God’s promise to save and restore.

1st September 2023 

 Greetings in the name of Jesus Christ, 

Following the recent announcement by our Prime Minister Anthony Albanese, I felt the need to write this 

pastoral letter out of love and grace for all our church, especially as we prepare for the forthcoming 

Referendum for a First Nations 'Voice to Parliament.' 

I am aware there has already been much discussion representing diverse and differing points of view, 

within both Aboriginal and non-Aboriginal Communities about 'The Voice.' At our recent Synod Meeting, we 

resolved (by Agreement) to 'support the establishment of a First Nations Voice enshrined in the Constitution 

to empower First Nations People to have a greater say in policy and legislation which govern their affairs.' 

I know we are not of 'one mind' on this matter, and there are people struggling to understand and make 

sense of our Church's support of the 'Voice to Parliament.'  The Synod Resolution was made considering 

the long-standing commitment we, the Uniting Church have in our Covenant with the Uniting Aboriginal 

Islander and Christian Congress (UAICC). As we seek to embody this covenantal relationship, we are 

challenged with what it means to be a church that embraces justice, love, equity, and mutual respect. 

We are being asked to walk with Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander peoples across the country. Our 

Congress leadership is asking us to be part of this journey, in response to the invitation in the Uluru 

Statement from the Heart. This is a journey that has been decades in the making. As followers of Jesus 

Christ, we are invited to walk together, not only as First and Second Peoples, but as a family living in 

Christ. 

I am calling our Church to engage with the question being put at this Referendum, with a desire for hope 

and healing that reflects our experience of God's love and mercy. 

Will you pray for our nation, for our church, your local community, your family and friends? Will you 

individually, and in your services of worship, make this a time of prayer in which we would bless each other 

in the name of Jesus Christ, regardless of any differing point of view. Rev Dr Aunty Denise Champion 

reminded me today, that we are family and that as family we don't always agree with each other, however 

we are still family. 

I pray God's peace for you, your families and communities.
